A $25 administration fee will be charged for all cancellations. Cancellations made more than 30 days prior to the
start of a session will be issued a full refund (less $25 fee). Cancellations made 14-30 days prior to the session start
date will be issued a 50% refund (less $25 fee). Cancellations made less than 14 days prior to the start of a session
will not be refunded. If there is low enroliment, Squam Lakes Natural Science Center will cancel week-long
programs on the Wednesday prior to the scheduled start date and will fully refund your payment at that time. The
Science Center will make every effort to alert participants to possible cancellations one month in advance.
